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	Interviewer:
	Are there any advantages or disadvantages, in your opinion, of still photography compared to, let's say, cinema ?

	

	Jenny B: 
	Well, the advantages all depend on what you want to achieve.  There are definitely challenges with the still form compared to, say film, whereas film, you’re a little closer to real life.  When you draw the viewer in, you... you’re one step closer to reality because you have motion, maybe you have color , we’ll not talk about black and white for a moment to not complicate things, but you’ve already got the element of reality where somebody can follow a chronology of events.... of course there is a challenge in making it dynamic, making it appealing, giving direction, angles of view, so that the viewer isn’t distracted by , say, the motion of the camera, but there’s a lot of elements to talk about here.  But you don’t have motion in a still photograph, that’s one thing that you lack, and that’s a big step away from reality.  So, a great challenge in still photography is to bring a dynamic element into the photograph  so that the eye is entertained, is held there, is interested by what’s going on, there is some sort of...  any movement to the photograph, even though it’s still.

	And do you think we miss anything a photographer sees differently or simply just sees ?

	

	Jenny B: 
	Yeah, well, I think there’s a couple of things about that, I mean, a joy of photography is definitely that it slows you down. If you can be drawn into an image, you can create your own scenarios for what’s happening, you can create your own motion, your own motion in your mind as to, um... you have a photograph of a young girl in a field, um, you can, you know imagine what the air was like on that day, what the, what the wind felt like, what the sun was like, um, where she was, um.... her surroundings, um... you can invent a story to go with the photograph, um and...  as to whether or not we miss out on anything by not being able to do that ?  I don't know because that’s sort of how I think and why  I’m drawn to photography is...  maybe it’s a shame for me that I, I sometimes am forced to look at something  and want to take a photograph of it ; it’s sort of a strange... a strange thing for photographers...  that we’re drawn to want to pick things out of a scene, and select... be selective, I guess it’s more the appropriate way to say it,  about what in a scene is interesting  so that in fact we don’t always take in all a scene.  We will carve out a small, rectangular portion of it and call that the important part... and that’s a pretty big decision to make.  It’s what’s important in a scene and what to take out.

	And do you think the theoretical aspect is important in terms of making better photography ? 

	

	Jenny B:
	Yes, it’s very important.  It’s important to ...  I think that the real technical stuff, optic geometry, chemistry, things like this can be a little overwhelming because when you really get down to it, all you really want to do is go out and take pictures and get into a lab and develop them and see your images realized, but it’s important to have a fundamental knowledge of what’s going on when you take a picture ...ah...the physical nature of a camera and what’s happening when you ...ah... when you click the shutter and the light is exposed to the film, and the film absorbs the image that you see and how that changes from the moment you take the picture until you end up in the laboratory and actually see the image on paper. It’s important to understand what’s happening through the process and as well theoretically in terms of design and what’s pleasing to the eye, and knowing what makes a good photograph, and what doesn’t. It’s important to have that base in order to go out and be a professional and be a good photographer.

	

	Interviewer:
	Now, do you think that being a photographer can help you in setting up a new business as well to find a compromise between working on photography as your art and also setting up a company ?

	
	

	Jenny B: 
	Well, definitely the aspect of being a photographer is finding a commercial plug. You’re not gonna be able to be successful if you can’t sell your work, and most people who only sell to galleries or who only exhibit their work in galleries, are gonna be struggling artists who usually work in other fields.  And although I, I have a definite artistic aspect to my photography, I would love to have a personal exhibit, I also definitely have a lot of commercial ideas... and I’m interested in using images, um, for commercial purposes, um, right now one of the things I’m working on for the company, as I’m not one of the primary designers but I’m more sort of the organizer and the manager for the business, is to try to incorporate some of my photographic work into creating advertising ideas for the companies, so creating ad banners to be displayed on the web, creating imagery to be used within a site, to correlate with whatever the site, site service is, or the product they’re offering et cetera, so I definitely hope that it’ll be an asset.

It’s... it’s an amazing tool, but it is just that, a tool, and I think... uh ... 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	Jenny B: 
	I think they would have to think first about what they want to gain by it, what their goal is: Are they posting a site, um, to display their resume, to talk about things? Do they want this as an active or a static site?  What’s their goal in creating  a website for themselves, just for fun, are they really serious, are they trying to create contacts?  Um, it really needs to be thought out about what the purpose in having a site is, and then once that’s discovered, if it’s just for fun, if it’s just to try it out , see what the technology is like,  play with design ideas, then I would say just go for it... there are a lot of sites out there available to you,  and they’re not hard to find, um, “free yellow”... to name one.  I’m lacking for other names right now , but, um,  you can just type right in if you have internet connection, and they’ll guide you through it.  You don’t need to know extensive computer languages , or codes... or any of this stuff.  They have templates and programs that will guide you through it and allow you to add graphics, and create some, some pretty cool designs. 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	Jenny B:
	This is actually a project that I did a few years back.  It’s a trip-tych, as we call it, and it’s three images put together to create one single project.  And the process is called Polaroid transfer, and it’s a process that I love very much.  It’s a difficult process, but it can give you a lot of interesting and varying results.  And for talking about identity, to me, it’s one of the best ways to present something that is both rich and clear, um, in color and, uh, form, but is abstract in nature because it’s a process that takes you through several steps, so you end up getting to your final product, and in that way it adds the ideas of complexity and layers, um, when you’re talking about identity, that I think are very important.  So, in these three images you see me, a self-portrait, sort of going through a process where in the first image I’m wearing a mask, where I’ve painted a mask on myself, and you see me successively, basically, wiping it off.  And, all the time sort of regarding the camera, which, ah, you can sort of say either I’m, I’m confronting the viewer or I’m maybe looking at myself in the image, maybe it’s a mirror, but for me it’s the idea that we all wear masks in our day-to-day lives, and we all chose how much of our true selves we show to people, and the idea of, of either erasing those masks or building new ones or, um, maybe wiping off the make-up, so that we can see who we really are.

I was about to try to get out of it by saying, “Well, it’s impossible to give each (of the) three titles because it’s actually one image altogether.”  But for the new project I actually have titled them, so, um, so I can’t get out of that question.

	Jenny B:
	O.K.  Well, and it’s also difficult because in the new project each image is very different, and here it’s, it’s all the same image.  It’s me.  It’s my face.  It’s a very close-up, um, photograph of my face, but it’s going through a process.  So, in the first image I’m, I’m masked, so maybe masked would be, or made-up... I think I like made-up better... would probably be the title for the first, because it sort of talks about, um, how it gives the illusion to make-up, and actually, you know, making ourselves up as women, as people on the abstract or the  literate level.  And the second one maybe, um, I don’t know,  you ask some tough questions... um, tired or, I don’t know, something that gives the impression of, um, not wanting to be made up anymore.
