· If the relative pronoun is the object of the relative clause, it can be left out:

He’s the actor we saw in the movie last week.  ( = who / that we saw )

Where’s the script I just handed you?  ( = which / that I handed you )

· In more formal English, we use whom as an object pronoun to refer to people:

She’s the candidate whom most people selected.  

With whom does the new president desire to celebrate her victory?

· Prepositions in relative clauses are often left ‘hanging’ at the end of the clause:

Who the bell tolls for.

Is this really the gun Hemingway killed himself with?

· In more formal English, the preposition comes before the relative pronoun:

For Whom The Bell Tolls

Yes, this is the gun with which Hemingway killed himself.

Over the Border
Objectives

The aim of this action is to develop a multicultural educational method for secondary schools to discuss sexual abuse and overstepping other people’s limits.

Method

Multicultural, interactive theatre, involving young people from the Rotterdam area, is taken to schools to provide a forum for discussion.  Theatre was chosen because experience has shown that drama can be an attractive and effective medium for young people and because a theatrical performance offers teachers some kind of handle as well as a sense of security in raising a subject which they find difficult.  Young people are involved in the process (making the student material) and the play (producing theatre programme).

The play is a “dynamic (zap) programme” with short scenes and dances on topics such as expectations, encounters, picking up and going too far.  The theatre group is made up of 12 young people from different cultural backgrounds.  

Teachers’ manuals and student books accompany this programme, providing preparation and follow-up discussion time in addition to the play.  The starting point for “Over the Border” is the immediate, multicultural world of young people, with the emphasis on communicative skills.  When designing the project, everything possible was done to prevent young boys from being classed clearly as offenders.  Despite the fact that sexual violence is usually perpetrated by boys on girls, the aim is to ensure that boys feel safe enough to be able to look at and to explain their conduct.  

After two dress rehearsals, the premiere took place in December 1995.  Afterwards, performances were held in seven Rotterdam schools.  There were two performances per school, with an average of 150 pupils per performance.  In 1999 the project will be implemented in other Dutch cities.
Evaluation

The three parts of the project:  the theatre production, the student material and the teacher manual were pre-tested.  The pre-test results (331 pupils and 15 teachers from three schools) reveal that the play was considered good or very good by almost 80% of the pupils and 70% of the teachers, and 83% of the pupils and 93% of the teachers thought it was an excellent way of discussing the subject.  Generally speaking, the student material was rated very positively, particularly with respect to the use of stories written by young people about their experiences, the photography and contemporary design.  In addition, the participation and advice given by professional artists and technicians was considered to be a key element to the success of this programme.  “Over the Border” is a project organised and funded by Rotterdam GGD (Local Health Authority), with the support of the Ministry of Social Affairs and Employment, the Rutger Foundation, the Netherlands Institute for Health Promotion and Disease Prevention and the Foundation for Artistic Education, Rotterdam.
