· When you want to say what someone said or thought you can:

· Repeat the idea.  

He said, “I am going to be late.”
· Use reported speech.  
He said (that) he was going to be late.
· With reported speech the verb usually changes one tense further back, but this is not always done when what they said or thought is still true or current.

· “Painting is a blind man’s profession.”
(  He said (that) it is/was a blind man’s profession.
· “We are having a party.”
(  They said (that) they are/were having a party.
· “I broke my leg.”
(  He told me he had broken his leg.
· “I was hungry.”
(  He explained that he was hungry.
· “I have never seen him.”
(  He claimed that he had never seen him.
· ''I will help you.”
(  She promised she would help us.

· Would can be used to express an action that was repeated regularly in the past:

“... separate groups of people would come...”

· Used to can also be used to express this idea, but also to express a situation that existed in the past, (in this case would can not be used):

· He used to live in the U.S.   or:  I used to have a car.

· Do not confuse used to + infinitive with be + used to + -ing !

· “I’m used to working late.”  =  current habit
· Past Simple = not clearly a habitual action unless used with often, regularly etc.

Thank you for agreeing to represent CandoCo. for their tour of France this coming summer.  We have arranged for a telephone interview which should allow you to present our company and hopefully get us an engagement in their summer dance festival.  In order for you to be better prepared, please listen to the interviews on the cassette you already have.  Furthermore, I am including a letter from another festival organizer who invited us to perform last season and a list of reviews we got from that tour.

CandoCo in No Limits Summer Theatre Festival
When someone suggested that I might invite the CandoCo Dance Company to our No Limits Summer Theatre Festival in June I'm ashamed to say that I had no idea about the company, or what they had to offer. However, I'm really pleased to say that I was in the minority! CandoCo were well known locally and nationally and it took no convincing that I should be able to secure funding, as the work of CandoCo focuses on 'Ability not Disability.' 

An integrated dance workshop was planned involving pupils mainly years 6/7 from four local schools. The one day workshop at a nearby school involved a total of 20 pupils, with diverse abilities. Ably facilitated by two professional dancers, one with a disability, the aim of the workshop was to encourage the integration of disabled and non disabled pupils through creativity and expression.  Pupils were encouraged to explore their environment, take risks, consider themselves in relation to the group and begin to work together as a team. As a non-participant it seems somewhat tongue in cheek to make these bold statements.  However, my observations of the last day clearly demonstrated a coming together of the group. This was further reinforced by the children themselves who all indicated that they had enjoyed the day. As to their performances, one need only combine their critical acclaim with the fact that every performance was sold out to see that it was a complete success.
