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Bob Marley was born in Jamaica, on the 6th of February 1945. His father was English and his mother was Jamaican. He started singing when he was six years old and moved to Kingston in 1957. In 1960 he formed his first group with Peter Tosh and Bunny Livingstone. They learnt to sing in harmony and Bob Marley learnt how to play the guitar. The singer Jimmy Cliff took him to Leslie Kong’s recording studio and he recorded his first record in 1962. His group was at first called The Wailing Rudeboys but in 1963 changed their name to The Wailers and had their first hit, Simmer Down. In 1966 Marley married Rita Anderson and went to Wilmington, Delaware. He returned to Kingston and became influenced by Rastafarianism. Between 1966 and 1968 The Wailers recorded about 50 tracks, often singing about the political and social situation in Jamaica. In 1969 he visited America and in 1970 the group went to Sweden then London. They didn’t have much success and at the end of 1971 Marley contacted Chris Blackwell at Island records and offered to make an album. The album called Catch A Fire, released in the UK in 1972, was a limited success and their next record, Burning, included the song I Shot The Sheriff. In 1973 the group appeared on television in the UK and toured the USA but the tour wasn’t a success.

Between 1973 and 1975 the group made 3 more albums and in 1975 the group performed at the London Lyceum. The concerts were a great success and the group were now very popular in the UK. The original group separated in October of the same year and Marley formed a new group. He was now a star in Europe and in the USA.

In December 1976 gunmen attacked his home in Jamaica but didn’t kill anybody.

In 1977 he toured Europe, the USA and Asia and in 1978 visited Ethiopia for the first time. In April 1980 he sang at the independence celebrations in Zimbabwe, perhaps the high point of his life. Bob Marley died of cancer in 1981.
