20 years ago, Dublin was a calm, quiet city, but it is very different now. Half the population is under 25 years old and many foreign students come here to study or visit.

Perhaps the best time to come is in June or July, but you should remember to pack a raincoat as Dublin’s climate is definitely maritime !  Dublin is not a very big city and a good way to see it is on foot, so you should also bring a good pair of walking shoes. 

Parts of the city centre are very modern and full of continental style cafés and bistros but there are still lots of traditional pubs. City centre hotels are quite expensive, so if you haven’t got much money you should try to find a bed and breakfast place near Dublin or stay in the youth hostel. To get information about accommodation you should contact the Dublin Tourism Centre in Suffolk Street.

The main street in Dublin is O’Connel Street, but you should visit it in the daytime when there are a lot of people shopping.

Temple Bar is the centre of the "new" Dublin and you should go there if you are interested in modern culture. Two places to visit are the Irish Film Centre on Eustace Street and the Gallery of Photography in Meeting House Square.

Near to Temple Bar is Grafton Street, where you can find Bewley’s Café, a traditional Dublin restaurant. You should try their Irish breakfast and taste the coffee which is very good.

There are a lot of good pubs in Dublin and many of them have live music. Some of the pubs to visit are the Palace Bar in Fleet Street, McDaids in Harry Street and the Stag’s Head in Dame Lane. If you go to the Stag’s Head at lunchtime you should try the boiled bacon and cabbage served with mashed potatoes, a typical Dublin dish.

Dublin is a charming city but it is changing very quickly and you should visit it before its charm disappears.
